NOTES ON MR. COUCH

Mr. Farley Couch and family carne to us one snowy day in January "53rr and
things have been t ' looking uprr ever since.

Born in Russell Cor,rnty, Virginia, on Route 3 near Gaetlewood, he spent his
boyhood on the banks of the Clinch river fishing and bullfrog hr:nting. At tJre age of.
13, in the daya when boys were men, he worked a ten-hour day in a barrel  stave mil l
f .or 75f .  Twenty-f ive cents of this went for gloves since a new pair  was needed each
day. lle was introduced to the coal mines at fifteen as a sand-dryer. Then, for the
next 33 years he was underground where working conditions were as 'rdangerous as a
cocked shotgunf ' .
